September 19 - Thessaloniki
My dear Little Flower - co-pilgrims on this journey,

Greetings from Thessaloniki! It was here that the Apostle Paul
once walked, spreading the gospel and encouraging the early
converts to Christianity to stand firm in their beliefs despite
trials and challenges. St Paul’s choice to stop in Thessaloniki
was strategic, as he recognized the city’s significance and the
presence of a Jewish community. Today, as we journey together, 1
feel called to reach out to you in the same spirit and zeal.




Thessaloniki: then and now

During the time of the Apostle Paul, Thessaloniki was a
major Roman port city, with a diverse population of
Greeks, Romans, Jews, and other ethnicities. It was the
second-largest city in the Roman province of Macedonia,
with a population likely ranging from 50K to 100K. Today,
Thessaloniki is Greece's second-largest city, with a
population of over 1 million in its metropolitan area. It
remains a key hub in northern Greece for trade, commerce,
and culture, and its population reflects Greece's modern
diversity, with people from various regions and
backgrounds.

In this passage, the apostle Paul offers
a powerful exhortation to the church in Thessalonica, while
at Corinth. He begins by expressing his sincere gratitude for
their unwavering faith, love, and endurance.

Let us take some time to reflect on these questions today and
seek God's guidance in our responses. Let us make a
commitment to grow in faith, love, and endurance, and to be
faithful witnesses for Christ in our community and beyond.

May the grace and peace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with
you always.
